The partition of India in year 1947 was a bloody page in the history of Indian sub-continent.
After more than one hundred years of British East India Company rule and an additional 90
years of the British Raj, the Indian subcontinent had finally achieved Independence in that
year. It crated two countries based on the religion, India for Hindu majority and Pakistan for
Muslim majority. But that was the one-side on the partition that seems smooth and easy.
After the second world war, British Empire was unable to manage the sub-continent and there
were consistent demands for independence. On July 15 1947, British decided to hand over
power only a month later on August 15, 1947, instead of full ten months earlier than

. expected. Another thing, Sir Cyril Radcliffe who lacked basic knowledge of India and was
given only five weeks to redraw all the borders of these new countries. As a result, the
province of Punjab and Bengal were split into half. Approximately, seven million Hindus and
Sikhs and seven million Muslims found themselves in the wrong country. It resulted in the
greatest migration in human history. Up to two million people lost their lives in the most
horrific of manners during this migration from one country to another and approximately, 14
million refugees were in these countries. There were murders, rapes, looting, Killing and
burning of opposite religion groups. Hindus and Sikhs were thirsty of blood of Muslims and
vice versa.

Partition narratives deal with these horrible experiences of partition. They underscore the
fragility of our humanity. There are writers and poets from both sides like Sahadat Hasan
Manto, Amrita Pritam, Bapsi Sidhwa, Chaman Nahal, Khushwant Singh, Faiz Ahmed Faiz
etc. who uplift humanity above the religion and tried to shed light on the mistakes of partition
in their works.

It began in the year 1978 and achieved success in 1994, with the compromised
name, "Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University". The movement was notable for the
violence against Dalits and Buddhists. This violence get reflected and criticized by Dalit
writers and poets. Two poems, "The weeping Wounds of Centuries" by Mina Gajbhiye and
"Mother" by Jyoti Lanjewar depict wounds of this targeted violence against Dalits and
Buddhists. What dalits had to sacrifice for renaming and the aftermath of movement is depicted
in these two poems.

Namantar Andolan was a Dalit and Buddhist movement to rename Marathwada
University in Aurangabad, Maharashtra, India, as "Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar University". It
began in the year 1978 and achieved success in 1994, with the compromised name as 'Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University'. The movement was notable for the violence
against Dalits and Buddhists. There were massive riots in 1978 over proposal to rename
Marathawada University after Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. The riots cost several lives and much
loss of Dalit and Buddhist homes and property in the Marathawada area. These riots affected
1200 villages, impacting on 25,000 Marathi Buddhists and Dalits in Marathwada. The
terrorised Dalits seek refuge in jungles did not return to their villages, despite of starvation.
This violence was allegedly organised by members of the Maratha community and targeted not
all Dalits but particularly one caste, Mahars (now known as Budhists). It was organised on
various forms to make Dalits aware about their low and subsidiary social status. It included
killings, raping Dalit Women, burning of houses and huts, forcing Dalits out of villages,
polluting drinking water sources, destruction of cattle, and refusal to employ etc.. To maintain
caste supremacy and terror, the upper-castes even intentionally attacked government property
including government hospitals, railway stations, gram panchayat offices, state transport buses,
District Council-operated school buildings, the telephone system and the government go
downs. The Marathwada region was under siege of violence for over two years.

Dalit literature is vocal to injustice caused to Dalits on day to day basis. The Namantar
Andolan and its impact on Dalit community are also reflected in Dalit poems. Meena
Gajbhiye's poem, "The weeping Wounds of Centuries" is an intense response to the violence
and atrocities against dalits. It acutely describes how anti-dalits riots severely affected to the
psyche of Dalits. The poet begins the poem with past reference to caste discrimination in pre-
independence phase which was accepted with hope that after constitutional provisions there

2. BLENDING AND COINAGES:

In some advertisements, the advertiser
copywriter misspells some words purposefully
or adds some suffix or prefix to some common
words. Sometime, they blend tow words to
form the new word. First part of the first word
and last part of the next word are blended
together to form a new word. Coinages of this
kind are nowhere to be found in dictionaries,
but they seem familiar to readers. One can
guess their meanings by means of the context.
When customers come across nawly coined
words, their interest is stimulated, and they
want to go cn reading and take action. Thus, the
aim of advertising is reached. Such new words
are created to attract attention and to arouse
curiosity and novelty. Such freshly made words
and phrases may suggest that the product or
service being advertised possesses peculiar
qualities ac well as the value of novelty.

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Investigation of Antioxident Activity and Total Phenolic Content in Red
Raspberry
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Abstract:
Rubus idaeus L. belong to family Rosaceae commonly known as red raspberry. It is widely
consumed and globally cultivated fruit crop next to the strawberries. It has gained the attention in
horticulture at great commercial levels. Fruits of red raspberry are rich source of bioactive compounds viz.
flavonoids, phenolic, antioxidants as well as nutritive compounds minerals and vitamins. The present
investigation is done to evaluate total phenolic content and total antioxidant activity in fruits of red
raspberry. The aqueous and ethanolic extracts are prepared which are subjected for estimation of different
parameters. Total phenolic content in aqueous (6.8 equivalent to GAE g/100g) and ethanol (6.25
cquivalent to GAE g/100g). While antioxidant activity in ethanol (21 equivalent to ascorbic acid g/100g)
and aqueous (10 equivalent to ascorbic acid g/100g) is observed. Total phenolic content does not show any
noticeable difference in both the samples. However, the plant sample prepared in ethanol shows more
antioxidant activity than aqueous extracts. '

Introduction:
Rubus idaeus L. (Red raspberry) is important fruit crop having antioxidant potential (and they are used in
many commercial uses like herbal products, pharmaceutical companies. R. idaeus belongs to family
Rosaceae. It is native to Europe and Northern Asia (The plant list) and commonly cultivated in other
temperate regions including India (Flora Europea). R. ideaus is a cultivar obtained from hybrids between
R. ideaus and R. strigosus (Huxley ed 1992). Fruit of Red raspberry are rich in phenolic compounds
(Wang et al 1997) those compounds are used in many disease like diabetes, cancer, heart discases (Pimpao
etal, 2013).

Materials and Methods:

A) Preparation of sample extract:
The fruits of Red raspberry were chopped into small pieces and then dried at 50 °C in the incubator. The
dried fruits were ground into fine powder using a spice mill. Further, all the powdered samples were
subjected to sequential extraction with absolute methanol followed by water. About 10 g of fruits powder
was added in 50 ml of respective solvent and allowed for shaking (12 h, 100 rpm. 30 °C) on an orbital
shaker incubator (Allied Scientific Products, India). All the extracts were then centrifuged at 5000 rpm for
IS5 min to remove debris. The supernatant was used for phytochemical analysis (TPC, TFC) and
antioxidant (Phosphomolybdenum) activities.

B) Total phenolic content (TPC)

TPC of the extracts was determined by using Folin—Ciocalteu method (Singleton and Rossi, 1965).
Accordingly, 200 pl of extract (mg mil—1) was added to 1 ml of Folin—Ciocalteu reagent and mixed
thoroughly. After 5 min incubation, 0.8 ml of sodium carbonate (7.5% w/v) was added and allowed to
stand for 60 min at room temperature. The absorbance was measured at 765 nm using UV-vis
spectrophotometer (Jasco V-730, Japan). Tannic acid was used as a standard for plotting calibration curve
(20-200 pg mi=1). TPC was expressed as mg tannic acid equivalent per gram (TAE g—1) of the extract.
C) Total flavonoid content (TFC)

Ngugi's novel Petals of Blood offers a scathing critique of
capitalism and accuses wealthy landowners and bureaucrats who exploit the poor and working
classes. Ngugi records impact of Trans-Africa Highway on locals and also land alienation for the
construction of such government projects. He has also discussed the role of natives in the
robbing of the land of their own countrymen. Ngugi discusses the impact of land alienation
through the character like Abdulla, Karega's mother Miriamu etc. Through this novel, he gives
the message that the system of capitalism and capitalistic democracy needed moral purity if it
was going to survive.

Land alienation was an unjust practice by colonial government. It alienated the legal
owners from their motherland. This process of dispossession was a prime feature of the
French, British, and Portuguese occupation, which began since 15th century. During colonial
period the process of land alienation also took place in Kenya. The colonial government allotted
the fertile land to European settlers and later Asian settlers. The Indians, for their work on
the Kenya-Uganda Railway in the late 19th century and the early 20th century, were rewarded
with land. They established sugarcane plantations and set up factories like Miwani Sugar
Company. These companies alienated land from Africans and made them landless. These
companies created many economic opportunities for the local people, but at the same time, their
policies were based on the exploitation of the local people's main resource - land.

Ngugi wa Thiong'o is a major voice from Africa speaking for peasant's and workers' class.
His fourth novel and the last novel written under his Christian name James Ngugi Petals of
Blood (1977) deals with exploitation and corruption in post-independent Kenya. It offers a
scathing critique of capitalism and accuses wealthy landowners and bureaucrats who exploit the
poor and working classes. The novel is concerned with four principal characters Karega, a
teacher and labour organizer; Munira, headmaster of a public school in the town of Ilmorog;
Abdulla, a half-Indian shopkeeper; and Wanja, a barmaid and former prostitute. The novel shows
that after decades of colonial rule, many of the poorer segments of Kenyan society have been
alienated from their ancestral lands. During colonial period, Kenyans fought with British for
their ancestral lands. But in post-independence phase, they lose their land by the system which
is developed by new exploiters. Miriamu, Karega's mother, is forced to work as a laborer on
Munira's father's land.

During colonial period land and cattle were considered as a wealth. These were 'things of
blood’ (Ngugi 18) to Kenyan people. But "foreigner from Europe was cunning: he took their land,
their sweat and their wealth and told them that the coins he had brought, which could not be
eaten, were true wealth!"(18). Ezekiel Waweru, father of Munira represents the land acquisition
by black person from his fellowmen. He is portrayed as a loyal collaborator to colonial masters.

The causes lie in the low
irrigation coverage (15.36 percent), high extent of light soil (39 percent), general
degradation (42.50 per cent), poor drainage, and salinity (4 lakh ha) and proneness to
drought (52 per cent). Besides this, 38 per cent of the land is affected by different
categories of soil erosion, badly affecting the soil’'s micronutrient status and hence
productivity. The problem is aggravated by monsoon failure, untimely rain, lack of
institutional credit facilities and indebtedness driving marginal farmers and the poor to
extreme steps such as suicide.

These attempts made by the state and other agencies to reverse this situation
and to stabilize dry land farming through watershed development over the past two-
and. a-half decades has led to enormous resources being poured into this area.
